Examples from SC Schools of Parent Involvement in PBIS

These are examples of how schools are using PBIS principles to engage families in their child’s education:

Many schools have family night that highlight PBIS, or other school initiatives. They have dinner, often games or entertainment as well as provide educational or helpful information for parents. This helps build positive relationships with families.

Developed a Parent Passport-each time parents participate in a school event, meeting with teacher, volunteer, etc. they receive a stamp on their passport. The school has established a PBIS school store for parents where they can trade their passport stamps for items in the parent store.     Mellanchamp Elementary

Parent date night- parents earn points for participating in teachers meetings, PTO, or other school events. School sponsors an evening youth event for parents to drop youth off  and have date night…..or just a few hours alone that they know their kids are in a safe and supervised location.
