Interpreting Your PBIS Survey Results
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Both the staff and parent surveys are based on ten items with a 4 point Likert scale. With 4 options, you have a forced choice that leans either negative or positive:

Strongly Agree
Mildly Agree
Mildly Disagree
Strongly Disagree

As you tabulate your results, it is helpful to develop a summary showing the strength in terms of numbers of responses. For example, with 100 survey participants, you will be able to do a count on the number of responses for each of the Likert options on each of the ten questions.

The stronger your response patterns in either the positive or the negative direction suggest strengths of your programs, or areas needing improvement.
