 Three Tiers for Family Engagement

 “Three Tiers for Family Engagement" will present a model for organizing activities to engage families to support student learning.  The model builds on a public health approach and includes a planning tool for school personnel.  Through discussion during the webinar participants will be able to explore ways to apply the model to specific activities of concern to them.

 This webinar will provide schools with information to develop an action plan for parent involvement at the school level as well as a tool to engage parents. Participants will receive a copy of the book “Parenting with Positive Behavior Support” following the webinar (two copies per school).

 Much of our work has been with schools using Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports (PBIS). Parents at PBIS schools often stated that they would like to learn more about PBIS so that they could use it at home. Just as educators must be trained in PBIS, parents need training as well. 
Positive aspects of educating parents in parenting with positive behavior support:
	 Consistency between home and school in addressing behavior adds to success of interventions
	 Provides common ground for parent-teacher discussions
	 Potential for improving child’s behavior at school, home and in the community
	 Opportunity to engage parent to become more involved in educational activities of their child

Mike Paget is Education Associate for PBIS & Students with Emotional Disabilities with the Office of Exceptional Children, South Carolina Department of Education.
